Gadner-Webb Universty must return this amount even ifwe did not keepthisamount of your federal
financialaid. Thismaycreate a sgnificant indebtedness br you if thisaid wasused to payfor chargesfor
whichyou are still respansible or if you received thesefunds as aefund.

If Gadner-Webb Universty isnot required to return all of the excess funds, you must return the
remaining amount. Any loan funds that you must return, you (or your parent for a PLUSLoan) repay in
acordance with the termsof the promissory note. That is,you make scheduled payments to the holder
of the loanover a period of time.

Any amount of uneamed grant funds that you must return is caled anoverpayment. Themaxmum
amount of a grant overpaymentthat you must repay is hdf of the grant funds you recevedor were
schaluled to receive.
